
Acts Chapter 13:42-52 “The Controversial Gospel of Jesus Christ Pt.2 – The Consequences of the Controversial Gospel” 

I)  Reception (Verses 42-44) 

 

1) They begged for more (42) 
a) This is a real revivalτōŜƎƎƛƴƎ ŦƻǊ ƳƻǊŜ ƻŦ DƻŘΩǎ ǿƻǊŘ 

&  Neh 8:3 “Then he read from it in the open square that was in front of the Water Gate from 

morning until midday, before the men and women and those who could understand; and the ears 

of all the people were attentive to the Book of the Law.” 

b) Genuine faith in Christ will produce an inward huƴƎŜǊ ŦƻǊ DƻŘΩǎ ²ƻǊŘΦ 

&  Matt 4:4 “But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every 

word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.” 

 

2) They were told to continue in grace (43) 
 Continuing in grace is just as important as beginning in grace. 

&  1 Cor 15:10 “But by the grace of God I am what I am, and His grace toward me was not in vain; 

but I labored more abundantly than they all, yet not I, but the grace of God which was with me.” 

&  2 Cor 9:8 “And God is able to make all grace abound toward you, that you, always having all 

sufficiency in all things, may have an abundance for every good work.” 

&  Rom 5:2-3 “through whom also we have access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and 

rejoice in hope of the glory of God.” 

 

3) The city came (44)

II)  Argumentation (13:45) 

 

1) You can expect opposition and argumentation as you preach the truth 
a) Anger will often accompany their arguments 

(i) A cobbler at Leyden, who used to attend the public disputations held at the Academy, 

was once asked if he understood Latin, the language of the debates.  ñNo,ò replied 

the cobbler, ñbut I know who is wrong in the argument.ò  ñHow?ò replied his friend. 

ñWhy, by seeing who is angry first.ò 

 

2) Envy was the cause of their anger, and one reason why they would not hear the truth 
(i)   - History tells of a statue that was erected to celebrate the victory of the Grecian 

games. It so aroused the envious hatred of the rivals that one of them sneaked out at 

night to topple the statue.  He found it so heavy he had to put quite an effort into 

rocking it back and forth. When he finally got it to topple it fell the wrong way and 

crush him to death.  This is the way of bitter envy. 

 

III)  Division (13:46-47) 

1) The Jews rejected though they had the special privilege of hearing the message first 
a) Salvation is of the Jew first, then the gentile  

&  Rom 1:16-17 “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation 

for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek.  



b) They judged themselves unworthy. This is the fact of those who are going to Hellτthey will go because 

they made the judgment themselves to reject the savior. 

 

2) Jesus is for all people everywhere 
a) No matter who you are or where you came from Christ is giving you an opportunity to come to the light. 

b) God wants His message of salvation to go to all parts of the earth 

&  Ps 67:2-7  That Your way may be known on earth, Your salvation among all nations. 3 Let the peoples 

praise You, O God; Let all the peoples praise You. 4 Oh, let the nations be glad and sing for joy! For You 

shall judge the people righteously, And govern the nations on earth. Selah  5 Let the peoples praise You, O 

God; Let all the peoples praise You. 6 Then the earth shall yield her increase; God, our own God, shall bless 

us. 7 God shall bless us, And all the ends of the earth shall fear Him.” 

 

IV)  Salvation (13:48-49) 

 

1) They were glad and glorified the word of the Lord 

 

2) They had been appointed to eternal life 
a) This is a mystery that we cannot fully understand. God is sovereign, yet we have a free will.  

 He chose you: 

&  Eph 1:4-5 “just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy 

and without blame before Him in love, 5 having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus 

Christ to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will” 

 But you must (and can) choose Him 

&  Rev 22:17 “And the Spirit and the bride say, "Come!" And let him who hears say, "Come!" And let 

him who thirsts come. Whoever desires, let him take the water of life freely.” 

&  John 3:16 

(i) Spurgeon said, ñTrouble not yourself about election, but rather encourage yourself 

with it. This is sure evidence of your election, that you believe in Jesus, for ñas many 

as were ordained to eternal life believed.ò 

 

3) The word of the Lord was being spread through the region 
a) Healthy sheep reproduce naturally. 

 

V)  Opposition (13:50) 

1) The Jewish leaders gathered the prominent people to their side 

2) Paul and Barnabas were expelled from the city 
a) This seemed like a defeat, but even though they were expelled from the city, the Word of God can never
